Beginning Sewers – Members who are just starting to learn to sew.

Intermediate Sewers - Members in this group have 2-3 years sewing experience.

Advanced Sewers – Members in advanced classes have considerable sewing skills.

Braiding– Beginner (Instructors – Travis Standley, Stillwater County Extension Agent & Tanya Daniels, Carbon County Extension Agent)  Learn basic braining techniques for a keychain.  You will use a 4 round braid, turks knot and Spanish ring knot.
Braiding– Intermediate (Instructors – Travis Standley, Stillwater County Extension Agent & Tanya Daniels, Carbon County Extension Agent)  Participants will learn 8 round braiding or 8 or 10 flat braining, turks head knot and the Spanish ring knot. These techniques are used to make many braided items.
Carry All Bag – Intermediate (Instructors - Phyllis Hansen, Yellowstone County EFNEP Extension Agent) Put your sewing skills to use as we make this perky, reversible bag.  You will learn techniques for making a lining and a handle. This bag is perfect for a tote purse or a book bag, too.
Fancy Flip Flop Pillow– Intermediate (Instructor – Bernice Mason, Yellowstone County Extension Agent)  Now you can have everyone’s favorite footwear as a decorative pillow in your room. You will enjoy sewing the flip flop from fun fabrics and then make additional ones later for your friends.
Creative Knit Pants - Beginner (Instructor – Karen Tyra, Stillwater County Extension Agent)  Begin with a basic pant pattern and add your own touches to really make it your own design. You will have fun sewing your special knit pull-on pants.
Scrap Bag/Pincushion - Intermediate (Instructor – Laurie Lautt, Big Horn County Extension Agent)  This is an easy-to-make fabric bag to catch your scraps and threads as you sew. It hangs on the table next to your sewing machine. An attached pin cushion provides the weight to keep your sewing bag on the table. This bag could also be used as a scrap bag for scrapbooking.  Great to make for yourself or to give as a gift.
Quilted Item –– Intermediate (Instructor – Merrylee Vukonich, Carbon County Volunteer)  You  will be piecing a 4-H Clover using two different types of borders. Learn how to do a professional binding.  Finished product can be for a wall hanging or pillow top.
Topsy Turvy Potholder –Beginner (Instructor – Phyllis Hansen, Yellowstone County EFNEP Extension Agent) Make one of these creative, easy potholders and you will be making more! These are so easy beginners will succeed; creative enough that accomplished sewing folks will find them a challenge.
Creative Knit Top – Beginner (Instructor – Bernice Mason, Yellowstone County Extension Agent)

 Let your creative juices flow and design and was a knit shirt for yourself.  We will begin with a basic pattern, and you will then add your own creative touches to it. You get to be the designer. 
Needle Felting – Beginner (Instructors – Roni Baker, Yellowstone County Extension Agent & 

Melody Harris, Volunteer Leader) Learn the fun, easy technique of needle felting. Participants will needle felt a clover and other items on a sweatshirt, shirt or other item they bring to class.
Christmas Stocking Intermediate (Instructors Laurie Lautt, Big Horn County Extension Agent & 

Kelly, Volunteer Leader) This will get you thinking about all the great things you can sew for gifts. Using a Christmas fabric, you will sew and embellish a stocking for yourself or to give as a gift. 
Service Learning Projects - Adult Bibs and To Go Bags —(Instructors – Karen Tyra, Stillwater County Extension Agent, Sue Pederson, Volunteer Leader & Tanya Daniels, Carbon County Extension Agent) Help make adult bibs and to go bags for people living in nursing homes or assisted living facilities.
